Recitals are held on Tuesdays at 1.00pm
during term time, for up to 45minutes. The
timing and relaxed environment for the
audience perfectly fits into the lunch break
of many city workers and visitors, and you
are welcome to come and go as you please.

Entry is free (unless otherwise advertised)
with a retiring collection to support the
music ministry of St Lawrence Jewry, the
upkeep of our instruments, and the
administration of the recital series.
